Sunday Reading Reflection:  
 

Part of the beauty of stewardship 
spirituality is its simplicity and            
practicality. It can be summed up in 
the simple phrase, “All I have is a 
gift from God and I must make a 
grateful return to Him for all He has 
given me.” 
 

So simple, that even our youngest 
parishioners can grasp the concept. 
Simple, however, does not                 
necessarily mean easy. Simple also 
does not mean shallow.  
 

Today’s readings invite us to look 
into the depth of a stewardship way 
of life. And they reveal that it            
requires the commitment of our whole 
being to God. It is anything but easy 
or shallow. It points us to seek after 
higher things — the wisdom of God 
and Heaven itself. 
 

Our Second Reading, from the Letter 
to the Hebrews, shows us a way to 
obtain such wisdom —it is available 
to us right in the Scriptures, which are 
the living word of God. Every time 
we approach them in a spirit of              

prayer, they will speak to us. 
God’s wisdom is right there for 
us. All we need to do is commit 
some daily time to seek it. 
 

Our Gospel Reading from 
Mark is one of the better-
known passages in the Gospel 
– the story of the rich young 

man. In response to the man’s          
question on what he must do to           
obtain eternal life, Jesus tells him to 
keep the commandments. The man 
replies that he has always done this 
much. But he rightfully suspects there 
is more to being a disciple of Jesus 
than just following the external rules 
 

We are called to be so much more 
than rule-followers; we are called to 
be Christ followers. A stewardship 
way of life frees us to follow Christ 
with all of our being and so to find 
eternal life.

Reflexión de las lectura 
 

Parte de la belleza de la espirituali-
dad de la corresponsabilidad es su 
simplicidad y practicidad. Se puede 
resumir en la simple frase: "Todo lo 
que tengo es un regalo de Dios y 
debo hacer un regreso agradecido 
a Él por todo lo que Él me ha dado". 
 

Tan simple, que incluso nuestros       
feligreses más jóvenes pueden            
comprender el concepto. Simple,             
sin embargo, no significa                          
necesariamente fácil. Simple también 
no significa superficial. 
 

Las lecturas de hoy nos invitan a 
analizar la profundidad de una  
forma de vida de corresponsabili-

dad. Y revelan que requiere 
el compromiso de todo nuestro 
ser con Dios. Es cualquier cosa 
menos fácil o superficial. Nos 
indica que busquemos cosas 

más elevadas: la sabiduría de Dios y 
el cielo mismo. 
 

Nuestra segunda lectura, de la            
Carta a los Hebreos, nos muestra 
una manera de obtener tal                 
sabiduría: está disponible para           
nosotros en las Escrituras, que son la 
palabra viva de Dios. Cada vez que 
nos acercamos a ellos en un espíritu 
de oración, ellos nos hablarán. La 
sabiduría de Dios está ahí para  
nosotros. Todo lo que necesitamos 
hacer es dedicar un tiempo diario 
para buscarlo. 
 

Nuestra lectura del Evangelio de 
Marcos es uno de los pasajes más 
conocidos del Evangelio: la historia 
del joven rico. En respuesta a la  

pregunta del hombre sobre qué  
debe hacer para obtener la vida 
eterna, Jesús le dice que guarde los 
mandamientos. El hombre responde 
que siempre ha hecho esto. Pero con 
razón sospecha que hay más en ser 
discípulo de Jesús que solo seguir las 
reglas externas 
 

Estamos llamados a ser mucho más 
que seguidores de las reglas;             
Estamos llamados a ser seguidores 
de Cristo. Una forma de vida de 
corresponsabilidad nos libera para 
seguir a Cristo con todo nuestro ser y 
así encontrar la vida eternal.  
 
Reflexión: 
¿Soy yo un seguidor de Cristo con 
todo mi ser? 
  
¿Estoy yo buscando a Dios en las es-
crituras y en la oración para escuchar-
lo hablarme diariamente?
